However, before
the Marble Hill Revived project started,
the site had seen little investment since
the 1980s.

Opening times for the historic house
were limited and much of the park’s
original character had been lost.
Right across Marble Hill, the facilities
needed upgrading.

A £5m grant from the National Lottery
Heritage Fund and National Lottery
Community Fund presents a unique
chance to revive Marble Hill, to bring
its stories to life, to involve more local
people in it, and to invest in its long
term future.
