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Berwick Gymnasium Fellowships 2010/11
Introduction and Background

The Berwick Gymnasium Fellowships were established in 1993 and are offered annually to professional artists who have demonstrated a consistent commitment to their art practice. The Fellowships are open to all artists  regional, national and international. 

Please do not apply for the Fellowships if you have graduated from a BA within the last three years however MA and PHD students may apply. 

The Berwick Gymnasium Fellowships are intended to give artists a period of time when they can reflect upon their practice and focus on the development of their work, responding to this extraordinary border town and its coastal location. 

Subject to successful future funding for the Gymnasium Gallery and Berwick Gymnasium Fellowship Programme the new work produced during the fellowship period shall be shown as a solo exhibition at a later date forming part of the Gymnasium Gallery’s exhibition programme for 2011
Fees and Materials 

Each artist will receive a fee of £6000 for a minimum of four-months or up to six-month period and a materials budget of £600. Should artists subsequently show their work within the gallery, an additional production budget will also become available. 

Travel costs to and from the artists home are included in the artist’s fee of £6000

The artist’s fee will be paid in instalments as agreed between English Heritage and the artist and the last payment will be paid at the end of the fellowship period.

Accommodation

The fellowship artists are expected to live and work in Berwick for a minimum of four months although this does not necessarily mean at a continuous period. 

Accommodation is provided free of charge and includes all lighting and heating costs over a six month period October to the end of March. This is usually a house within walking distance from the studio. It provides a warm and comfortable living space. 

Artists should be willing to negotiate the sharing of both the studio and the living accommodation and this is the responsibility of the artists to agree their use during the fellowship period. Partners will be welcome to stay, although not for a continuous period as the accommodation is primarily for the fellowship artists.

The Studio/Gallery

The Berwick Gymnasium Gallery is part of the English Heritage Berwick Barracks and is one of the ancillary buildings erected on site in the early 20th Century. It was refurbished in 1993 to provide 300 square metres of exhibition space with specialist lighting. The studio/gallery is heated, although it can be cold in the winter.

A separate office space is provided for artists to use where a telephone line and broadband is provided for fellowship business use.

A G5 Apple Mac computer with graphics and video editing software is available for artist use. 

Additional individual studio space can be negotiated.

A basic construction tool kit is available for artists to use.

All additional equipment used within the studio/gallery space must pass English Heritage health and safety guidelines. 

The studio/gallery and artist house operates a no smoking policy.

Support for the artist

On site English Heritage staff can provide support for the artist. The Gymnasium Gallery curator will visit regularly addressing any concerns and providing information and contacts along with materials, arts suppliers and local contacts. Networking events are programmed into the Fellowship in Berwick and the local area as well as visits to arts organisations located in Newcastle upon Tyne. Providing a close link with the main funding partners of the fellowships, Arts Council England, North East and English Heritage. 

Community involvement
The Gymnasium Gallery outreach programme organises school visits with workshops relevant to the exhibition programme. It is expected that the Berwick Gymnasium Fellowship artists will give talks about their work to the local community and regional art scene. 

Payment

It is expected that artists will have self-employed status and payment will be paid on receipt of invoices by instalments.

The materials budget must be negotiated and will be paid on the production of receipts for items purchased.

Berwick upon Tweed and the Berwick Gymnasium Gallery

Berwick upon Tweed stands on the border between Scotland and England on the East coast and contains some remarkable architecture. The design of the ramparts and bastions of Berwick were based on a system developed in Italy and presents a town encircled by magnificent sixteenth century walls.

In 1717 work began on Nicolas Hawksmoor’s designs for the Ravensdowne Barracks, the first ever to be built for the British army. 

The Berwick Gymnasium is one of many ancillary buildings built subsequently within the barracks complex and it was completed in 1901. It was used as a gymnasium for the soldiers staying at Berwick.

The historic character of Berwick upon Tweed evolved partly through shipping, the wool trade and fishing. Its character has also been formed by its unique location on the England/ Scottish border and this medieval town changed hands many times. It has remained in England since 1482. The Elizabethan fortifications built in response to the continued perceived threat from Scotland are unique in Britain and surround the main core of the town.

By Rail
Trains run from London to Edinburgh and Glasgow and vice versa throughout the day at regular intervals served by East Coast Trains. Cross Country Trains also connect Berwick with the midlands and the southwest. Special travel deals on trains are available. 

By Plane

The nearest airports to Berwick are Newcastle (approx 50 miles) and Edinburgh (approx 60 miles).
The Berwick Barracks

The Barracks were placed under the guardianship of English Heritage in 1981 and is open to the public wed-sun during the summer months. 

The Gymnasium Gallery Exhibition Programme runs:

April – mid December 

Open: Wednesday  - Sunday

The gallery is closed to the public during the winter (mid Dec – end of March) except for outreach activities.

The gallery is available for studio use by the fellowship artists.

Mid December to mid March 

The Berwick Barracks holds within its complex the: Berwick Museum and Art Gallery; King’s Own Scottish Borders exhibition and the English Heritage “Beat of the Drum” exhibition with accounts of the British Soldiers life including writings, graffiti and army objects as well as works from the famous Burrell collection. Access to store rooms holding archaeological ‘finds’ and historical records can also be negotiated with the custodian on site or the museum curator.

Application Procedure Please read carefully

The deadline for the Berwick Gymnasium Fellowships is June 11th 2010. There is no specific application form but we do ask all artists to send work in the same format: 

A power- point presentation on CD with supporting DVD (if necessary)

Paper curriculum vitae’s and statements

You should include the following in your application:

· Please write a concise, opening paragraph about your work and the approach that you take. With so many artists applying for the fellowships, the panel would appreciate a concise approach and a short, introductory text will help them understand your position.

· A brief statement describing your present work and why this fellowship period would be beneficial to its development. Maximum one side of A4. 

The statement should refer to how you might use the Fellowship time and how you might respond to Berwick-upon-Tweed and its: landscape, rich architectural, cultural and historical location.

·  A current c.v. (if lengthy, highlight the relevant details). No more than 4 sides.

· A separate sheet which lists: number of images, medium, title, size of work and year completed (image list enclosed).

· Please state how you found out about the Gymnasium Fellowships.

· A stamped addressed envelope for the return of the CD/DVD etc

· A completed summary sheet (enclosed).

· As all of this information will be photocopied. Please do not use staples or folders, print only on A4 format and on just one side of the paper. Put your name on every sheet.

Visuals
· Send a CD containing a power-point presentation of twelve images and an introductory image with only your name on it. (Do not send automatic start up power point presentations as we must be able to put them all into a large compilation)
· We will accept a DVD of video work and ask that if you are sending a DVD, you edit the film to no more than two minutes. (If moving images are in your power point presentation you must also include these on a separate DVD)
CD and DVD discs need to be clearly labelled.

Interviews are expected to take place at Berwick upon Tweed in July. Short-listed artists will be contacted by phone in the first instance so please make sure you have put a telephone number on the form. All short listed artists will be expected to stay over night in Berwick. 

If you have not heard by the middle of July please assume you have not been short-listed and your discs and supporting material will be returned as soon as possible. Please be patient, a great many artists respond to this opportunity and it does take time to send all the material back.
