Bows and arrows
There were two sorts

of bows and arrows used at
Framlingham:

Archers using crossbows shot
from the top of the wall walk.
There used to be wooden shutters
between the ‘crenels’ like this.

The archers pushed open the
shutters to fire and then ducked
behind them again.

If you look
carefully
you can see
the holes
where the
shutters
used to be.

How many floors were there?
Can you work out how many floors there used to be inside the first

Great Hall at Framlingham Castle? This was the room where people would have
sat for feasts. Look for clues to help you to decide how many floors there were.

Good clues to look for are fireplaces, windows and arrow slots.
