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Some historical evidence survives at Old Sarum, like stones and mounds
and ditches, but some things just don’t survive in the ground.

There are several sewage pits around the site. Look at the 
drawing below. Can you decide which items would or would not

survive to help archaeologists or historians tell the story of Old Sarum?

Other things to do at Old Sarum
Old Sarum became so big in the Middle Ages that the whole town had 

to be moved. In 1220 a new cathedral and a new city were built at
Salisbury and Old Sarum was left in ruins. Look around you.

Can you see the spire of Salisbury Cathedral in the distance?
