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About the catalogue

Thisvolume is arranged alphabetically by county, district and civil parish or non- parished area. Where
no county identification has been possible entries appear at the beginning of the catalogue.

For each administrative area the buildings, monuments or more general subjects (eg street scenes or
landscapes) represented in the archive are presented as follows: unattributed general views (blank
caption) and unidentified buildings followed by an aphabetical listing of named and addressed
buildings and monuments. Street scenes are found under the name of the street.

The names of structures comprising a complex of buildings are expressed in a hierarchy, with the
principa or generic name first. For example, the Royal Mausoleum at Frogmore House would appear
as:

FROGMORE HOUSE, ROYAL MAUSOLEUM

Similarly, tombs or monuments within churches or cathedrals would appear after the name of the
building:

ST PAULS CATHEDRAL, WELLINGTON TOMB

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Bradfield House Collection
The collection provides arecord of Bradfield House, Uffculme, Devon during the mid 19" century.
Bradfield, the seat of the Walrond family from the 13" to the 20" century now serves as a school.

The majority of images show the house during 1853-54, at a time when John Hayward was
remodelling and restoring the property for Sir John Walrond. Hayward rebuilt the south entrance
front, adopting the style of the rest of the house of circa 1600. He also repaired much of the early
17" century fenestration in the rest of the building and added a service block to the west. Many of
the photographs depict the house whilst the work was underway. They are of considerable interest in
that they serve to illustrate the extent and precise date of the aterations to this historic property. Itis
not known who took the photographs, but they were presumably intended to record the rebuilding for
the Walrond family.

TheHistory of the Collection
The collection was acquired from an anonymous source via Barry McKay, an Oxfordshire
antiquarian book dealer, and was catalogued by the External Accessions Team in November 2000.

Description of the Collection

The collection is made up of 15 original black and white photographic prints and one drawing. All
but two are mounted back to back. The photographs are a combination of salt paper, albumen and
gelatin prints.

Geographic Coverage
The collection is concentrated entirely in or around Bradfield House, Uffculme, Devon.

Subjects and Thematic Coverage

As stated, the collection is an interesting record of the rebuilding of a considerable country house
during the Victorian period. One photograph of the new south front under construction shows a
group of people that may include the patron and the architect. A later photograph shows Lady
Walrond in front of Bradfield at the reins of a pair of greys held by a groom.

Date of the Collection

The photographs were taken between 1850 and 1880. Those recording the rebuilding works to
Bradfield House are accurately dated (1853-1854), many to month precision. Dates for other views
without precise attribution have been inferred. These range between the 1850s and 1870s.
