Henry II entertained  
Malcolm IV, king of Scotland, 
at Peveril Castle.

Castleton town  
was recorded for  
the first time.

King John spent money  
on building work at  
Peveril Castle – he possibly 
built the new hall.

King John gave Peveril Castle to 
William Ferrers, earl of Derby. 

Henry III stayed at Peveril Castle. 
Repairs were made to the north 
wall and the bridge across  
Peak Cavern Gorge.

The lordship of the Peak and 
Peveril Castle were given to 
Edward III’s son, John of Gaunt.

Elizabeth I ordered a survey of 
Peveril Castle, which showed it 
was beyond repair.

John of Gaunt ordered lead to 
be stripped from some of the 
castle buildings and used at his 
other castles.

Henry II spent money on 
strengthening Peveril Castle.

The Roman fort, Navio,  
was built at Brough.  
The fort controlled  
access to the lead and 
silver mining industries.

c.AD 80

A hillfort was built  
at Mam Tor.

Henry II died.

The Hundred Years War between 
England and France began.

Richard I died. John I 
was crowned king.

Elizabeth I became queen.

King John died. His nine-year-old 
son became King Henry III.

1216 

Henry II took Peveril Castle 
from William Peveril II. He 
turned land around the castle 
into a royal hunting ground 
called The Forest of the Peak.

Henry II built the keep 
as a clear symbol of  
his power.

Edward the Elder granted 
lands at Hope to Uhtred, 
son of Eadulf of Bamburgh. 
Hope became an important 
royal Saxon manor.
