Dazzling parterres, fragrant borders and formal 
woodland fan out from the French-style mansion 
of Thomas de Grey, whose family lived on the 
estate for over 600 years. Step inside this 
remarkable home to explore the countess’ sitting 
room, conservatory and interactive exhibition.

Inspire all the family in the exceptional grounds 
and play area. From an explosion of colour in 
spring to the golden tones of autumn, there’s 
always something new to take in.

■	�Explore the exhibition rooms and 
walk in the footsteps of historical 
and film figures in our state rooms.

■	�Pick up an audio guide to show  
you around the gardens. 

■	�Discover renowned garden 
designer Lancelot ‘Capability’ 
Brown’s designs as you stroll  

along the walkways by the Long 
Water. Head to the Archer 
Pavilion, built by Thomas Archer 
between 1709-11. 

■	�Take a trip to the Dairy Sculpture 
Gallery, which showcases some  
of the estate’s most beautiful 
statues, now restored to their 
former glory.

■	�Keep an eye out for our collection 
of hidden gems, including the 18th- 
century Bowling Green House, a 
Chinese Temple and Bridge and 
over 40 statues dotted around the 
grounds. Can you find them all?

■	�Ask our knowledgeable guides 
about Wrest’s history as a  
WW1 hospital.

■	�Explore the woodland and find the 
many follies created in the garden 
including the Mithraic Altar, the dog 
cemetery and half houses.

Most areas of  the garden are accessible but the pathways can feel a bit uneven 
and rough. There is a lift to enter the mansion and the Archer Pavilion has 
steps to access it. The Mobility Buggy route is marked by the blue line. Mobility 
scooters are bookable in advance and we have wheelchairs on loan too. If  you 
need further information please ask a member of  staff.
